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The School & Community:
The Lyme Central School District is located in Northern New York, approximately 12 miles North West of Watertown.  The K-12 school district is housed in a single building.  There are approximately 40 teachers, administrators, and support staff, and 330 students.  The township includes the villages of Chaumont and Three Mile Bay, and many miles of beautiful eastern Lake Ontario shoreline.  The area is predominately rural, and supports a large summer seasonal community of cottagers who enjoy fishing and boating.  On the doorstep of the Thousand Islands region, short trips of 2-3 hours can place you in the heart of the Adirondack Mountains or the Finger Lakes region of New York State.

Enrollment:

There are approximately 357 students in grades PreK-12.

School Curriculum and Graduation Requirements:

The school year is four 10-week quarters, with nine 40 minute periods in the school day.  A student shall receive a Regents diploma upon successful completion of the 22 units of credit and 5 New York State Regents Examinations, or a Regents Diploma with Advanced Designation upon successful completion of 22 units of credit and 8 New York State Regents Examinations.  Successful completion entails earning a 65% or higher in the course and on the Regents Exams.

Innovative approaches to learning are incorporated into the curriculum.  This includes working with students with physical and learning disabilities to the gifted and academically advanced.  To meet the broad spectrum of needs, the district uses the following special programs: English as a Second Language, inclusion for special education students, and vocational/technical education.  The technical courses offer hands-on training for specific careers at the Charles H. Bohlen Technical Center in Watertown.  The school district does not currently offer Honors level courses or Advanced Placement courses.  Accelerated students take college level credits via Distance Learning with Jefferson Community College, or with a LCS teacher serving as an adjunct professor through JCC.

Grading System:
Lyme Central has a numerical grading system, which ranges from 0-100.  A passing grade is a 65%.  Final grade determination is as follows:  Yearly Average: 80%, Midterm Exam: 10%, and Final Exam: 10%.

High School Courses: 
Mathematics: Algebra, Geometry (Regents & Non-Regents), Algebra 2, Applied Math, and Pre-Calculus & Calculus (through the Jefferson Community College EDGE program-Mathematics 221 and Mathematics 222 for 4 credits each.  A Lyme teacher, serving as an adjunct professor, teaches the Jefferson Community College courses within the school building).  
English: English 9, 10, 11, and 12
Social Studies: Global History & Geography, American History, Economics, and Participation in Government
Science: Earth Science, Living Environment, Chemistry, and Physics.  The following electives are also offered: Physical Setting and Astronomy
Foreign Language: Spanish is the only language other than English that is offered, and the courses include Spanish I, II, III & IV  
Art: Studio Art, Drawing & Painting, Digital Photography, Yearbook
Music: Instrumental and Vocal Music course offerings include Sr. Band, Jazz Band, Sr. Chorus, Music Theory, and Music In Our Lives

Health: Physical Education, Health, and Advanced Health, Physical Conditioning & Wellness, Outdoor Health, Psychology of Health
Electives (Can vary each year): Creative Writing, History of Movies, Technology Leadership, Debate, History of Sports
Distance Learning: Advanced seniors may take college level classes through Jefferson Community College via the Distance Learning lab at school.  This year, students are enrolled in Introduction to Psychology and Sociology, Personal Finance, and Principles of Management.  Students are also encouraged to take courses online through JCC, or to go directly to campus.
Bohlen Technical Center: Juniors and Seniors have the opportunity to complete a career and technical education program at the Charles H. Bohlen Technical Center on the Jefferson-Lewis BOCES campus in Watertown, NY.  The course offerings include Architectural Drafting/CADD, Auto Body Repair, Auto Technology, Building Maintenance, Business Computer Technology, Career Options, Carpentry, Certified Nursing Assistant, Cosmetology, Criminal Justice, Culinary Arts, Early Childhood Education, Electrical Wiring Technology, Electronic Engineering Technology, Heavy Equipment, Life Skills, Medical Careers, New Vision Health, Outdoor Power Equipment, Plumbing/Heating & Air Conditioning, Small Animal Care, Visual Communications, and Welding Technology.  There is also an alternative diploma based/Career and Technical Education Program, as well as a GED/CTE program.
